5 00 years later, Martin Luther and 
his work in the church still ring 
true today. But a misconception 

of many is that Luther wanted to break 
away from the church. This was never 
the case. Luther wanted to reform the 
church, to change the church and bring 
it back to the way it was - focused on the 
salvation of Jesus Christ and the joy of 
serving God through love.  

    The sense of the Catholic church of 
the time was obligation. There seemed 
to be little joy in serving God. And Je-
sus? Jesus was furious for his suffering. 
Where is comfort in a church like that? 
And then that's another big problem, 
comfort. There was none. The people of 
the time were never certain of their  
salvation. It was constantly called into 
question, and people were terrified of 
the torment of hell.  

   Now as we read scripture, where 
could these teachings possibly have come 
from? Scripture doesn't speak of unas-
sured salvation; it speaks of certain          
redemption and life eternal. Where did 
this come from? From ignorance and 
lack of education. People simply had no 
clue what God said in scripture. This 
was for many reasons.  

    Firstly, lack of access to books. They 
were expensive and sometimes hard to 
come by. Then, lack of understanding of 
Latin. Latin was the language for the 
elite. If you studied to be a lawyer, 
priest, or held some high standing in 

society, you knew Latin. If you're a 
commoner, you're just out of luck.  

   My favorite thing about the Refor-
mation was Martin Luther putting the 
Word of God into the hands of the 
people. He started by translating it 
into common German and then with 
advancing printing techniques, got it 
out to everyone.  

    As we continually think about this 
and celebrate it, I think the big takea-
way is that God's Word matters for 
each individual and that change is nec-
essary in the church. So do we need a 
new reformation? Is there something 

that needs to change? Is there         
someone lacking the Word of God, 
maybe even you? The only way to 
know this is to learn from Luther 
and be intimately involved.           
Knowing scripture, knowing the 
church - these  will lead you to great 
personal change and change that 
could effect the entire world, like 
the Reformation.

Mrs. Saehler addressed the board about her current pursuit of an Education Leadership degree through Concordia University in 
St. Paul.  She requested funding to support her endeavors. The board applauds her efforts and encourages all staff to be life long 
learners.  A motion was made by Matt Drevlow with a second by Barb Caron to deny the request for this school year due to the 
current budget constraints and lack of policy for tuition assistance.  Motion passed.  The board requests Mrs. Saehler make the 
request again next year.  Mr. Winter will contact the synod to learn more about how additional college credits will be applied to 
lane changes and salary increases with the new compensation package.

Funding is available when 
the appropriate program is found. 

¶ Jen Becker is coaching the volleyball team with the assistance of others.

¶ Families will receive a schedule by the end of September about events for Faith Families. 
Administration and Staff 

¶ Newest hires were announced. 

¶ Security update was given. 

¶ After-School Pick-up was reviewed.  Matt Drevlow will follow up with the Chief of Police to discuss the current              
process.

o Reviewed the 2019-2020 budget ð With lower enrollment, FLS is currently in a deficit situation.  Cost savings 
measures, as well as increased sources of funding are being sought. 

o TADS ð Approximately $20,000 in scholarship assistance is expected this school year.

Motion 
passed.  This information will be presented to the LLB at Trinity and the Peace Church Council.  It was suggested that 
any funds realized at the spring Gala be put towards deficit reduction.
