FIRST READING Ezekiel 33:7-20
“So you, son of man, | have made a

watchman for the house of Israel.
Whenever you hear a word from my
mouth, you shall give them warning from
me. ®If | say to the wicked, O wicked
one, you shall surely die, and you do not
speak to warn the wicked to turn from
his way, that wicked person shall die in
his iniquity, but his blood | will require at
your hand. °But if you warn the wicked
to turn from his way, and he does not
turn from his way, that person shall die
in his iniquity, but you will have
delivered your soul.

1%And you, son of man, say to the
house of Israel, Thus have you said:
‘Surely our transgressions and our sins
are upon us, and we rot away because
of them. How then can we live?’ 'Say to
them, As | live, declares the Lord Gop, |
have no pleasure in the death of the
wicked, but that the wicked turn from his
way and live; turn back, turn back from

your evil ways, for why will you die, O
house of Israel?

'l want you to know, brothers, that our
fathers were all under the cloud, and all
passed through the sea, “and all were
baptized into Moses in the cloud and in
the sea, *and all ate the same spiritual
food, “and all drank the same spiritual
drink.
