FIRST READING Genesis 18:17-33

""The LORD said, “Shall | hide from Abraham what | am
about to do, "®seeing that Abraham shall surely become a
great and mighty nation, and all the nations of the earth
shall be blessed in him? "®For | have chosen him, that he
may command his children and his household after him to
keep the way of the LORD by doing righteousness and jus-
tice, so that the LORD may bring to Abraham what he has
promised him.” 2*Then the LORD said, “Because the outcry
against Sodom and Gomorrah is great and their sin is very
grave, 2"l will go down to see whether they have done alto-
gether according to the outcry that has come to me. And if
not, | will know.”

2230 the men turned from there and went toward Sodom,
but Abraham still stood before the LoRD. Then Abraham
drew near and said, “Will you indeed sweep away the right-
eous with the wicked? ?*Suppose there are fifty righteous
within the city.

2" Abraham answered and said, “Behold, | have undertak-
en to speak to the Lord, | who am but dust and ashes.
“Suppose five of the fifty righteous are lacking. Will you
destroy the whole city for lack of five?” And he said, “I will
not destroy it if | find forty-five there.” 2?Again he spoke to
him and said, “Suppose forty are found there.”

He answered, “For the sake of forty | will not do it.”

*Then he said, “Oh let not the Lord be angry, and | will
speak. Suppose thirty are found there.” He answered, “I will
not do it, if | find thirty there.” *'He said, “Behold, | have un-
dertaken to speak to the Lord. Suppose twenty are found
there.” He answered, “For the sake of twenty | will not de-
stroy it.” **Then he said, “Oh let not the Lord be angry, and |
will speak again but this once. Suppose ten are found
there.” He answered, “For the sake of ten | will not destroy
it.” **And the LORD went his way, when he had finished
speaking to Abraham, and Abraham returned to his place.

8See to it that no one takes you captive by philosophy and
empty deceit, according to human tradition, according to the
elemental spirits of the world, and not according to Christ. °For
in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, '°and you have
been filled in him, who is the head of all rule and authority. "'In
him also you were circumcised with a circumcision made with-
out hands, by putting off the body of the flesh, by the circumci-
sion of Christ, 12having been buried with him in baptism, in
which you were also raised with him through faith in the pow-
erful working of God, who raised him from the dead. "*And
you, who were dead in your trespasses and the uncircumci-
sion of your flesh, God made alive together with him, having
forgiven us all our trespasses, "*by canceling the record of
debt that stood against us with its legal demands. This he set
aside, nailing it to the cross. "®He disarmed the rulers and au-
thorities and put them to open shame, by triumphing over
them in him.
