origin is from of old, from ancient days.

Therefore he shall give them up until the

R The fourth lesson is Luke 1: verses 26-35 and verse 38. 
  

26
In the sixth month the angel Gabriel 

was sent from God to a city of Galilee 
named Nazareth, 

27
to a virgin betrothed to 

a man whose name was Joseph, of the 
house of David. And the virgin’s name 
was Mary. 

28
And he came to her and said, 

“Greetings, O favored one, the Lord is 
with you!” 

29
But she was greatly troubled 

at the saying, and tried to discern what 
sort of greeting this might be. 

30
And the 

angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, 
for you have found favor with God. 

31
And 

behold, you will conceive in your womb 
and bear a son, and you shall call his 
name Jesus.  

32
He will be great and will be called the 

Son of the Most High. And the Lord God 
will give to him the throne of his father 

David, 
33

and he will reign over the house 
of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom 
there will be no end.”

And Mary said to the angel, “How will 

this be, since I am a virgin?” 
35

And the angel answered her, “The 
Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the 
power of the Most High will overshadow 
you; therefore the child to be born will be 
called holy—the Son of God.

FIFTH LESSON                            (The birth of Jesus)                     Matthew 1:18-25 
 

R The fifth lesson is Matthew 1: verses 18-25. 
  

18
Now the birth of Jesus Christ took 

place in this way. When his mother Mary 
had been betrothed to Joseph, before 
they came together she was found to be 
with child from the Holy Spirit. 

19
And her 

husband Joseph, being a just man and 
unwilling to put her to shame, resolved to 
divorce her quietly. 

20
But as he 

considered these things, behold, an angel 
of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, 
saying, “Joseph, son of David, do not fear 
to take Mary as your wife, for that which is 
conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. 
21

She will bear a son, and you shall call 
his name Jesus, for he will save his 
people from their sins.”          

22
All this took place to fulfill what the 

Lord had spoken by the prophet: 
23

“Behold, the virgin shall conceive and 
bear a son, and they shall call his name 
Immanuel” (which means, God with us). 
24

When Joseph woke from sleep, he did 
as the angel of the Lord commanded him: 
he took his wife, 

25
but knew her not until 

she had given birth to a son. And he 
called his name Jesus.

SIXTH LESSON         (The Wise Men are led to the manger.)              Matthew 2:1-12 
 

R The sixth lesson is Matthew 2: verses 1-12. 
       

1
Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem 

of Judea in the days of Herod the king, 
behold, wise men from the east came to 
Jerusalem, 

2
saying, “Where is he who has 

been born king of the Jews? For we saw 
his star when it rose and have come to 
worship him.” 

3
When Herod the king 

heard this, he was troubled, and all 
Jerusalem with him; 

4
and assembling all 

the chief priests and scribes of the 
people, he inquired of them where the 
Christ was to be born. 

5
They told him, “In 

Bethlehem of Judea, for so it is written by 

the prophet: 
6
“‘And you, O Bethlehem, in 

the land of Judah, are by no means least 
among the rulers of Judah; for from you 
shall come a ruler who will shepherd my 
people Israel.’” 

7
Then Herod summoned the wise men 

secretly and ascertained from them what 
time the star had appeared. 

8
And he sent 

them to Bethlehem, saying, “Go and 
search diligently for the child, and when 
you have found him, bring me word, that I 
too may come and worship him.”  

(continued…) 
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9
After listening to the king, they went on 

their way. And behold, the star that they 
had seen when it rose went before them 
until it came to rest over the place where 
the child was. 

10
When they saw the star, 

they rejoiced exceedingly with great joy.  
11

And going into the house they saw the 
child with Mary his mother, and they fell 
down and worshiped him. Then, opening 

their treasures, they offered him gifts, 
gold and frankincense and myrrh. 

12
And 

being warned in a dream not to return to 
Herod, they departed to their own country 
by another way.

SEVENTH  LESSON       (The mystery of the Incarnation)                         John 1:1-14 
 

R The seventh lesson is John 1: verses 1-14. 
       

1In the beginning was the Word, and the 
Word was with God, and the Word was 
God. 2He was in the beginning with God. 
3All things were made through him, and 
without him was not any thing made that 
was made. 4In him was life, and the life 
was the light of men. 5The light shines in 
the darkness, and the darkness has not 
overcome it. 

6There was a man sent from God, whose 
name was John. 7He came as a witness, 
to bear witness about the light, that all 
might believe through him. 8He was not 
the light, but came to bear witness about 
the light. 

9The true light, which enlightens 
everyone, was coming into the world.  
10He was in the world, and the world was 

made through him, yet the world did not 
know him. 11He came to his own, and his 
own people did not receive him. 12But to all 
who did receive him, who believed in his 
name, he gave the right to become 
children of God, 13who were born, not of 
blood nor of the will of the flesh nor of the 
will of man, but of God. 

14And the Word became flesh and dwelt 
among us, and we have seen his glory, 
glory as of the only Son from the Father, 
full of grace and truth.

EIGHTH LESSON   (Thinking of the past year of 2025)                        Romans 8:28-39 
 

R The eighth lesson is Romans 8: verses 28-39. 
   

(We are more than conquerors.) 
28

We know that for those who love God 
all things work together for good, for 
those who are called according to his 
purpose.  

29
For those whom he foreknew 

he also predestined to be conformed to 
the image of his Son, in order that he 
might be the firstborn among many 
brothers. 

30
And those whom he 

predestined he also called, and those 
whom he called he also justified, and 
those whom he justified he also glorified. 

31
What then shall we say to these 

things? If God is for us, who can be 
against us? 

32
He who did not spare his 

own Son but gave him up for us all, how 
will he not also with him graciously give 
us all things? 

33
Who shall bring any 

charge against God’s elect? It is God who 
justifies. 

34
Who is to condemn?  

Christ Jesus is the one who died—more 
than that, who was raised—who is at the 
right hand of God, who indeed is 

interceding for us. 
35

Who shall separate 
us from the love of Christ? Shall 
tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or 
famine, or nakedness, or danger, or 
sword? 

36
As it is written, “For your sake 

we are being killed all the day long; we 
are regarded as sheep to be 
slaughtered.” 
37

No, in all these things we are more than 
conquerors through him who loved us. 
38

For I am sure that neither death nor life, 
nor angels nor rulers, nor things present 
nor things to come, nor powers, 

39
nor 

height nor depth, nor anything else in all 
creation, will be able to separate us from 
the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.
